No Deal Brexit

Is your charity prepared?
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Whilst we are extremely reluctant to utter the word 'Brexit’, the National

Council for Voluntary Organisations has prepared a brief guidance document

which identifies the potential aspects that may affect charities in the event of
a No-Deal Brexit occurring and some steps that may be taken to prepare for

such an eventuality.

Lurgashall residents recently celebrated the completion of a two-room
extension to their 105 year-old Village Hall. This is only the second time that
the Hall’s footprint has been changed since it was built, by public
subscription, in 1914. One of the new rooms will be used for safe storage of
the Hall’s furniture trolleys. The other room will become an Archive and will

also serve as a small meeting space.

Lurgashall History Group had long wanted a designated space for the display
and study of the many documents, photographs, artefacts and oral
transcripts, gathered over many years and which tell so much about the
social history of this community. Once catalogued, this material will be
available to anyone with an interest in local history, whether they wish to visit

the Archive for personal research or access the library on-line.

Lurgashall Village Hall Management Committee (VHMC) successfully applied
for a significant grant towards the £102,000 building cost from L.E.A.D.E.R.
(Liaison Entre Actions de Dévelopment de 'Economie Rurale). The aim of
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this Rural Development Programme (2015 — 2020) was to improve the quality
of life and economic prosperity in rural areas by supporting a wide range of
projects. This it has done but, following the 2016 EU Referendum result, this
window of opportunity was closed to new UK applicants at the end of
December 2018.

The LEADER fund is administered locally by the Sussex Downs and Coastal
Plain LEADER Action Group (LAG) at West Sussex County Council. Their
support, together with the expertise of Project Manager and VHMC member
Sean Hellett and Lurgashall building firm HangUps Classical Buildings,
ensured that the project came in on time and on budget. The balance of
funding required for the build and contributions towards additional fit-out
costs were provided by grants from the Garfield Weston

Foundation, Lurgashall Parish Council, St Laurence Parochial Church
Council; from local fund-raising events and through personal donations from
Lurgashall residents. This is an impressive commitment from a small

community of 600 inhabitants.

There was a ‘Topping-out’ celebration at the end of September for all of the
project’s benefactors. Mike de Lara, Chairman of the Sussex Downs &
Coastal Plain LEADER Action Group, accepted an invitation to cut the ribbon
which marked the official opening of the extension. This project was first
discussed by the VHMC seven years ago so there was a very real sense of
achievement. Mike de Lara wrote ‘Assuming that we leave the EU on 31st
October, that my final official engagement was to celebrate a project with
such a community spirit was very appropriate and sums up what LEADER is

all about.’

It will take a dedicated team several months to furnish and fit-out the Archive
room and many more to catalogue and upload the artefacts. Meanwhile, the
first exhibition in the new Archive will definitely be ready for ‘Throw Back

Thursday’ during National Village Halls Week in January 2020.

Questions from the Halls
We are often asked questions by our subscribers that may be better

placed being answered by someone with direct experience. If you are
able to offer guidance on the below questions or if you have a
question that you would like us to put to the other village halls and

community buildings, please email us

Q: Our committee has been commissioning a professional survey of our

building every 5 years. Is this necessary or a requirement?

A: Regular inspections of buildings and their adjoining grounds are an
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important function for trustees in maintaining the assets of a charity (where
applicable) and in ensuring that they comply with the relevant legislation and

compliance requirements such as health and safety and fire risk.

Commissioning a professional survey by a surveyor or other professional
may only be necessary where there is a requirement to do so identified by the
governing document, the insurer of the building or stipulated in a lease where
the building is leasehold. This may also be required if the owners or manager
of the building are in receipt of funds, and the funder has stipulated this as a
condition of providing these. Any aspects identified should be promptly

responded to and a record of these actions made.

Even if not required, a survey at regular intervals can prove useful in ensuring
that any issues with a building are picked up before they become
problematic, but the interval should reflect the age of the building, its

construction, usage and the effectiveness of its maintenance.

Q: We are just refurbishing our kitchen and | wanted to enquire what
signage is a legal requirement. | know the fire extinguisher and fire
blanket require a sign and these will be replaced. We have a lot of signs
relating to food hygiene, chopping boards, hand washing sink etc. We
are keen to keep the signs to those that are legally required so they

have more impact. Are you able to advise?

A: ldeally a balance has to be struck between fulfilling the legal requirement
to ensure that any possible hazards are signposted, whilst not overwhelming
hirers with too much information which is then more likely to be overlooked or

ignored.
Signage should reflect the nature of the building or facility and be developed
as part of the health and safety and fire risk assessment processes. This

should ensure that these aspects are aligned.

ACRE Information Sheet 20 (Health and Hygiene) emphasises that 3 core

elements need to be clearly displayed:
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1. No smoking
2. Basic guidance on food handling

3. Fire precautions

ACRE Information Sheet 15 (Health and Safety) recommends that a risk

assessment is carried whenever a situation changes, for example when a hall
is undergoing renovations. Page 17 of this document gives advice on carrying
out risk assessments and Appendix C (pages 45 to 48) gives an example of a
risk assessment record and an example of typical hazards common in village

halls.

As I am sure you appreciate, local authorities across the country are facing
unprecedented financial pressures and West Sussex is no exception. Due to
increasing demand on social care services and a continued reduction in central
government funding, the county council has been forced to make very difficult
decisions to balance our budget.

We have now reviewed our West Sussex Winter Service Policy in line with the
national code of practice, Well Managed Highway Infrastructure. To make best use
of our finite resources, it is important to focus our efforts on gritting roads where
there is high demand. The new service level during icy conditions reduces from
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41% of the road network to 31%. This equates to 1,283 km of the network and
targets high speed/high volume roads.

Our priorities for salting roads have been established on the basis of the new Code
of Practice. The new Winter Service Network is very similar to the old priority one
and two network so customers should not experience a major change in service
provision in icy conditions.

We are working to update the website with the map showing new gritting routes in
your area and these should be available from Monday 4% Nov.
https://www.westsussex.gov.uk/roads-and-travel/maintaining-roads-verges-and-
pavements/winter-service/gritting-routes/

We have also provided Frequently Asked Questions about the changes and the
approach being taken for the 2019/20 winter.

I would like to assure you that we are fully committed to keeping the roads and
pavements as safe as reasonably practicable for the travelling public. Whenever
ice is forecast, we carry out salting of the Winter Service Network to reduce the
potential for ice forming on the road surface. In the event of heavy snowfall, 5cm
or greater, the network will be reduced to a Winter Resilient Network covering our
Resilient Network, including access routes to A&E hospitals and Blue Light
services.

The county council will continue to promote a ‘safety first’ message and remind
road users that those who drive on public highways should do so in a manner and
at a speed that is safe, having regard to such matters as the nature of the road,
the weather conditions and the traffic conditions.

Finally, please let me assure you we will continue to monitor the new Winter Service
and Winter Resilient Networks and, in the event of extreme weather, we will work
with the emergency services if Sussex Police request additional support with snow
clearance.

As part of the post-winter service assessment, we will review the effectiveness of
the revised winter service.

Local Community Winter Plans

The Parish/Town Council may wish to consider working with local
farmers/contractors and include in its Community Winter or Emergency Plan any of
the routes that are no longer covered by the county council’s gritting routes.
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West Sussex County Council has no objections to local councils/community groups
using the salt provided at their discretion and cost. However, activities undertaken
without instruction from the county council through the agreed winter ‘trigger
mechanism’ will not be funded.

Following last week’s announcement of a General Election to be held on 12" December, please find
some useful information below:

Updated NALC legal briefing on purdah

We are already receiving a number of queries related to the pre-election period (purdah) prior to the
General Election, which starts when Parliament is dissolved on 6 November. Although local councils
will not be holding elections on 12™ December, NALC have reissued their Legal Briefing LO1-19 on the
code of recommended practice on local authority publicity (attached) and we recommend everyone
reacquainting themselves with the requirements. While NALC feels that the legal risks to councils
around this time are low, there could still be risks related to public perception and local media. We
encourage all members to be cautious around any activity or communications that could be perceived
to be political or controversial.

Remembrance Day events

The most common query so far relating to the upcoming elections is around inviting MPs to local
wreath laying or other Remembrance Day activities. The National Association of Civic Officers (NACO)
has recently put out guidance. The NACO view - and NALC would emphasise it is their view, not a NALC
legal opinion - is summed up as follows:
